4. Others – sunscreen, umbrella, walking shoes (Boston is the walking city!)

Duties
Unlike the groomsmen, the bridesmaids don’t have many duties on the wedding day.  For example, you don’t have to be ushers and pass out programs, seat guests, give toasts, etc…  However, here are a few minor duties you should consider doing:

2. Encourage guests to dance if the dance floor is less than popular

4. Gather single gals for the bouquet toss 
5. In short, be a very social person…

Expenses
1. Spa Treatments at Bella Sante

Manicures - $27 for basic, $30 for French

Pedicures - $60 for basic, $63 for French

You can probably pay with any form of payment (credit card, check, cash) directly to the spa.  Like restaurants, it’s customary to tip 15% or so, but that is up to you.

2. Hair/makeup for Kitty and Katharine

Additional Information

Specific direction from Cambridge (e.g. The Residence Inn and Julie’s place) to the Ritz-Carlton and Bella Sante:

a) Go to your closest red line stop (Central Square from Julie’s or Kendall/MIT from Residence Inn) and take the Inbound direction – it doesn’t matter whether the train is labeled “Ashmont” or “Braintree”.  If the train says “Alewife” then you’ve entered the wrong direction.
b) Get off at Park Street (3 stops from Central Square, 2 stops from Kendall/MIT) – you’re making a connection, don’t exist the station!
c) Take the Westbound direction of green line.  There are four different trains – B, C, D, and E – but it doesn’t matter which one you take.

d) Get off at Arlington, which is 2 stops from Park Street

e) When you exit the station, you should be at the corner of Arlington and Boylston.  Walk north on Arlington (the Public Gardens will be on your right hand side) for one block and you will see the Ritz-Carlton at the intersection of Arlington and Newbury Street.  To go to Bella Sante, make a left on Newbury Street.  You should see it on the left (38 Newbury) before you hit a crossroad.
